Discussion Questions: Satan Unmasked
Each group will be getting a “case study” from scripture to go through. The goal for this lesson is to explore why a loving and good God might allow Satan to affect God’s creation. We must teach the students that Satan fits into God’s plan and that ultimately God is in control. Even Satan is under God’s authority. Follow the format below:

I. Introduction (This is going to be a serious discussion-set the tone!)

1) Before you ask the students to share their own experiences share a story form your life that is “tragic” or a difficult experience you have had. It should be something that made you ask “why did this happen?” Be as vulnerable as you can be, but share appropriately. 
2) Next ask the students to share. Then ask the following questions:

3) How does the evidence of evil make you feel about God as all-powerful, all-loving, and perfectly good? 

4) How does Satan fit into your observations that there is evil in the world?

5) Do you think Satan has free rein on earth? Why or why not?

6) If Satan is responsible for suffering, why doesn’t God just stop him?

II. Case Study

Read through your case study. Do the scripture reading and then answer the questions.

III. Presentation

Your group will make a large poster that illustrates the viewpoint of the historical character you studied. 

· Make sure everyone participates

· Make sure you depict the important lessons learned from the scripture passages

· Cover the poster with pictures, or one large picture

· Choose someone to present the poster to the large group

· All pictures should be appropriate and in good taste

Ask the students the following questions, while working on the poster or afterwards:

1) Some Bible characters saw how God was able to use Satan’s evil to accomplish a greater plan. Some never saw such an outcome; they never learned why things happened as they did. How is that similar to evil in our own lives?

2) How can what you learned about God’s power over Satan and evil influence the way you deal with the effects of evil?
